COMMON ASSESSMENT TOOL - FAST 
 
1.  This week we used FAST to support the Total Ship Readiness Assessment (TSRA is the new 
name given to a combined HM&ERA and C5RA) on USS Port Royal in Pearl Harbor.  As you 
would expect a few bugs were found, especially related to using the software simultaneously on 
two hubs, instead of only one as it was designed.  Keith Conway is in Hawaii for just that reason 
and has been able to make adjustments. 
 
2.  We are preparing for a PSART visit on the  USS Russell in Hawaii next week.  This is the first 
time that FAST will be used to support that type of ICAV.  We conducted additional training in 
FTSCPAC Code 305 this week and loaded up their cluster with the SCLSIS and CSMP data for 
Russell. 
 
3.  We are preparing to support C5RAs on USS Germantown and USS Jarrett starting May 27th.  
Four additional C5RAs are scheduled in June. 
 
4.  Training continues this week at FTSCPAC.  We are now training Code 200, Code 400 and 
SEMAT personnel in addition to Code 300 folks that missed the training last month.  
 
5.  Keith Conway is in Pearl this week mainly working on bug fixes.  
 
6.  Chandler Gable has been working with FTSCLANT on the Standard Statements and the 
initiative to create an INSURV module to meet their requirements. 
 
7.  FTSCPAC has asked us to accelerate the addition of new features to FAST to allow a wider 
use of the program.  We are now evaluating how best to do that.
